Therefore, learners will be exposed to the language they
need to ask and give personal information, and describe people and different occupations. In
addition, they will reflect on their role in contributing to peaceful coexistence in different
contexts through the development of the class project.

The course problem is “values to improve family life”: Students will make a brochure or poster
about strategies or actions to improve family life. First, they will gather information related to
family members, interests, and jobs according to the topics studied in class. Then, they will
describe their family dynamics and reflect on them, and finally, they will propose values that
foster their family life. Consequently, the course's essential question is: What are the most
important values contributing to family life?
